1) Public health initiative
The whole initiative needs to be based upon the public health agenda. It is the health benefit which should guide the policies for air pollution control in India.  Considering the extent of particulate matter pollution in India and its known linkages with the variety of health impacts, it is considered as the pollutant of priority for the initiative. 

2) Public awareness and mobilisation campaign (during peak air pollution months of Nov-Jan

In order to sensitise the various stakeholders including general public, a massive public awareness and mobilisation programs (PAM) needs to be launched. The program will focus on making people aware about the air pollution issues in India, its ill effects over human health and the possible solutions for its abatement. It was decided to launch the campaign specifically in the months of high air pollution levels in winters to cause the maximum impact over the intended stakeholders.  
3) Selection of areas of pilot projects

Key regions will be selected to carry out pilot projects for vehicular emissions control. 

4) Systematic framework for identifying high impact options 

In the selected regions, high impact options will be chosen using systematic framework assessment. Various options will be evaluated for their potential to reduce PM emissions in the transport sector. This may also include identification and control of high emitters, I&M programs, improving fuel quality and emissions norms etc. Cost benefit analysis of different options needs to be carried out for informing the policy makers to make right choices. 
5) Submit recommendations for National actions at urban and rural scales 

The findings at the pilot scale will be substantiated for the National scale and submissions will be made for replications at the National scale including both urban and rural regions.
